 PURPOSE & BACKGROUND: 

A Zoning By-law Amendment Application (“the Application”) has been submitted by the 
owners of the property (Edward Empey & Constance Camilleri) to increase the size of the 
existing motor vehicle repair garage on the operating on the property. Specifically, the 
amendment would modify the current “Small Lot Agricultural – Site-Specific (A4-23)” 
zoning to allow for the increase in the maximum floor area of a home occupation (motor 
vehicle repair garage) from 140 m2 to 308 m2. 

The Application relates to the property located at Concession North Gore, North Part of 
Lot 19, RP 11R1958 Part 1, and known municipally as 50845 Glencolin Line. 

Notice of the Application has been circulated to agencies and registered property owners 
as prescribed and regulated by the Planning Act, RSO 1990, and the Malahide Official 
Plan, including posting notice in two recent issues of the Aylmer Express. 

 COMMENTS & ANALYSIS: 

The property is approximately 6,264 m2 (1.5 acres) in size, has approximately 58 metres 
(190.2 ft) of frontage along Glencolin Line, and is irregular in shape. The property contains 
an existing single detached dwelling and a motor vehicle repair garage. The subject lands 
are situated on the south side of Glencolin Line, west of Springfield Road. The property 
is surrounded by Glencolin Line and agricultural uses to the north, agricultural lands and 
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a CN rail corridor to the east and south, and agricultural and rural residential uses to the 
west.  
 
The owners of the property operate TMP Haulage, a manure handling business based at 
52483 Century Line, which utilizes a variety of vehicles and equipment, including 5 to 6 
tractor-trailers, tractors, manure spreaders, and pay loaders. The motor vehicle repair 
garage is used to conduct routine maintenance and repair, as well as MTO Safety 
Inspections of the various vehicles used in the operation business. It is noted that there 
is no manure handling or storage taking place on the property.  
 
The property is currently zoned “Small Lot Agricultural – Site-Specific (A4-23)”, which 
permits the existing motor vehicle repair use and limits the size of the repair use to a 
maximum of 140 m2. Based on information provided by the applicant, the building is not 
currently deep enough to allow for larger vehicles, such as tractor-trailers, to be parked 
completely within the existing building for service. The owners are proposing to construct 
an addition to the front of the building, approximately 168 m2 in size. This would allow for 
vehicles to be completely enclosed while repair work is being completed. The application 
has been submitted to permit the increase in size of the repair use. There is no proposed 
increase in the intensity of the use or changes to the other provisions of the current site-
specific zoning that regulate the type of vehicles or number of employees.  
 
Provincial Planning Statement (PPS) 
 
The PPS provides policy direction on matters of provincial interest related to land use 
planning and development.  The Planning Act requires that decisions made by approval 
authorities shall be consistent with the policies within the PPS. 
 
The PPS provides direction for the protection of prime agricultural areas for long-term 
agricultural use (s. 4.3.1.2). In prime agricultural areas, the PPS permits a range of 
agricultural uses, agriculture-related uses, and on-farm diversified uses which include 
secondary uses such as home occupations and home industries (s. 4.3.2). The PPS also 
supports healthy and viable rural areas by promoting diversification of the economic 
based and employment opportunities (s. 2.5.1e). The existing use currently operates as 
a home occupation and will continue to operate as a home occupation if the proposed 
amendment is approved. The proposed expansion will not impact agricultural operations 
in the area, and no lands will be removed from agricultural production as a result of the 
proposed building addition. Moreover, the application would further support agricultural 
activities in the area by allowing for the continued operation of a business that provides 
services directly to the agricultural community. The amendment will also support the 
continued operation of a small business operating in the Township and the employment 
opportunities it provides.  
 
Where full municipal services are not available, development may be serviced by 
individual on-site sewage and septic services provided that site conditions are suitable to 
accommodate private servicing (s. 3.6.4). The property is currently serviced by a private 
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septic and well, and there is no proposed increase to the intensity of the use that would 
increase water or septic usage. 
 
The proposed amendment is consistent with the PPS. 
 
County of Elgin Official Plan 
 
The subject property is designated “Agricultural Area” on Schedule ‘A’, Land Use Plan, 
and is identified as having frontage along a “Local” Road on Schedule ‘B’, “Transportation 
& Infrastructure Systems”.  
 
The Official Plan directs that development in the rural areas of the County shall protect 
agricultural land and enhance the rural character of the area (s. 5.3, 5.5).   The Official 
Plan permits a range of agricultural uses, ag-related uses, limited residential uses, and 
home-based businesses and industries (s. 5.2). Section 5.13 of the Official Plan contains 
criteria for home-based businesses including that the floor area of the business 
complements the size of the property, buildings on-site buildings and neighbouring 
properties, and is clearly a secondary use of the property (s. 5.13). Additionally, any 
machinery and vehicles shall be located within enclosed buildings, open storage areas 
are to be screened from use, the number of employees is to be limited, and there are to 
be no adverse impacts on adjacent properties or agricultural operations (s. 5.13).  
 
While the proposed floor area of the home-based business would exceed that of the 
dwelling, it is noted that the purpose of the increased floor area is to ensure that the 
service of tractor-trailers can be accommodated completely within a building. The current 
zoning limits the vehicles being serviced to those associated with the manure haulage 
business, limits the number of employees to three, and prohibits the outdoor storage of 
vehicles. These provisions ensure that the business remains at an appropriate scale and 
is secondary to the principal uses on the property. Additionally, the proposed use would 
not impact adjacent agricultural operations, but rather would ensure the continued 
operation of a business that directly supports agricultural operations in the surrounding 
area.  
 
The proposed development currently has access to an open and maintained public road 
and will be serviced by the existing private septic and well (s. 5.5, 8.16).  
 
The proposed amendment conforms to the County Official Plan. 
 
Malahide Official Plan 
 
The subject property is designated “Agriculture” on Schedule ‘A1’ (Land Use Plan) and 
has no noted areas on Schedule ‘A2’ (Constraints Plan). In addition to agricultural uses, 
the Official Plan permits secondary uses provided these uses are compatible with 
agricultural uses and do not contribute to land use conflicts (s. 2.1.2.2). 
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The subject lands consist of a surplus farm dwelling that was previously severed from the 
adjacent farm parcel. The proposed home occupation use would be located within the 
proposed building. Additionally, should the application be approved, the Township will 
require Site Plan Control approval for the proposed development to regulate the scale of 
the use and provide the Township with the ability to require measures, such as fencing 
or screening, to ensure there are no impacts on the adjacent properties. With the 
implementation of Site Plan control, the proposed home occupation use would not result 
in negative impacts on the surrounding agricultural lands. 
 
The property is bounded to the south by a CN rail corridor. The Official Plan requires that 
development within 75 metres of a rail corridor may be required to undertake studies to 
assess impacts from noise and vibration. The home occupation is located in an existing 
building that is approximately 21 metres north of the railway. The business is an 
accessory commercial use and is not considered a sensitive land use. Additionally, the 
proposed addition will be located on the north side of the building, away from the rail 
corridor. As a result, no vibration assessment was required to be provided as a complete 
application submission. 
 
The proposed amendment conforms to the Township Official Plan.    
 
Malahide Zoning By-law No. 18-22 
 
The subject property is zoned “Small Lot Agriculture – Site-Specific (A4-23)” on Key Map 
46 of Schedule ‘A’ of the Township’s Zoning By-law No. 18-22. The existing A4-23 zone 
permits a motor vehicle repair garage for the purposes of performing MTO safety 
inspections and repairs. The site-specific zone also contains provisions that regulate the 
size and scale of the existing business, including limiting the maximum floor area, number 
of employees, and prohibiting outdoor storage of trucks and trailers. 
 
As previously discussed in this report, the owners are proposing to modify the existing 
A4-23 zoning to increase the maximum floor area of the operation from 140 m2 to 308 m2 
to allow for an addition at the front of the building to accommodate the parking of trucks 
and trailers entirely within the building while they are being serviced. 
 
The intent of the maximum floor area and provision is to ensure that accessory uses 
remain secondary to the principal use on a property. The proposed increase in floor area 
will not increase the intensity of the existing operation, and the existing regulations of the 
Zoning By-law would continue to ensure that the size and scale of the proposed home 
occupation use remains appropriate and accessory to the principal use. Additionally, the 
increased floor area is proposed to allow for all repair work to be conducted within the 
building, which would further reduce any visual impact of the operation on surrounding 
properties.  It is noted that the property is subject to Site Plan Control, and an amendment 
to the existing Site Plan Control agreement will be required should the Zoning By-law 
Amendment be approved. 
 
Section 4.32 a) of the Zoning By-law requires a 75 metre setback between any buildings 
or structures and a railway. The building has an existing non-complying setback of 
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approximately 21 metres from the rail corridor, and this setback is not proposed to be 
further reduced to accommodate the proposed addition to the building. 
 
The proposed amendment conforms to the general intent and purpose of the Zoning By-
law.

 PURPOSE & BACKGROUND: 

A Zoning By-law Amendment Application (“the Application”) has been submitted by the 
owner of the property (Waldemar Anselm) to legalize the existing residential uses on the 
property. Specifically, the amendment would rezone the subject lands from “General 
Agricultural (A1)” to General Agricultural – Site Specific (A1-28) to permit three existing 
dwelling units. A holding provision is also proposed to maintain the existing buildings on 
site and prohibit the construction of future buildings or structures. 

The Application relates to the property located at Concession North of Talbot Road Part 
Lot 87, RP 11R10090 Parts 1 & 2, and known municipally as 49604 Talbot Line. 

Notice of the Application has been circulated to agencies and registered property owners 
as prescribed and regulated by the Planning Act, RSO 1990, and the Malahide Official 
Plan, including posting notice in two recent issues of the Aylmer Express. 

 COMMENTS & ANALYSIS: 

The property is approximately 6.5 hectares (16.1 acres) in size, has approximately 43.6 
metres of frontage along Talbot Line (Hwy 3), and is irregular in shape. The property 
contains an original farm dwelling with an internal additional residential unit, a new 
dwelling with an internal additional residential unit, and an accessory garage with a 
dwelling unit located inside it for a total of five dwelling units on the property. The subject 
lands are surrounded by commercial and rural residential uses to the south, vacant 
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agricultural lands designated for industrial uses to the east, Terrace Lodge retirement 
home to the west, and a natural heritage feature to the north. 
 
The current zoning only permits one single unit dwelling and a secondary dwelling unit 
as-of-right. As a result, not all of the existing units on the property are in compliance with 
the Township’s Zoning By-law, and the property has been subject to By-law enforcement. 
The owner has submitted an application to allow for three residential units to be permitted 
on the property (the original farm dwelling, the new dwelling, and the detached additional 
residential unit), with the additional dwelling units located within the two dwellings 
proposed to be removed. If the amendment is approved, building permits will also be 
required to ensure compliance with the requirements of the Ontario Building Code. 
 
Provincial Planning Statement (PPS) 
 
The PPS provides policy direction on matters of provincial interest related to land use 
planning and development.  The Planning Act requires that decisions made by approval 
authorities shall be consistent with the policies within the PPS. 
 
The PPS directs settlement areas to be the focus of growth and development (s. 2.3.1.1). 
The PPS directs that planning authorities provide an appropriate range and mix of 
housing options to meet the needs of current and future residents, including intensification 
(s. 2.2.1, 2.3.1.1). The proposed amendment would permit the continued use of 
residential units that would remain as part of the Township’s housing stock. The PPS also 
requires that land use patterns within settlement areas should make efficient use of land 
and resources (s. 2.3.2). The subject lands consist of a large lot designated for future 
non-agricultural uses. To ensure that the subject lands are not negatively impacted in 
their ability to accommodate future planned comprehensive development, staff 
recommend that a holding provision be applied to the property. The holding provision 
would recognize the existing uses and prohibit the construction of future buildings or 
structures until the registration of a subdivision agreement is executed by the applicant 
and the Township. 
 
Where full municipal services are not available, development may be serviced by 
individual on-site sewage and septic services provided site conditions are suitable to 
accommodate private servicing (s. 3.6.4). The property is currently serviced by a private 
septic and well. A Wastewater Loading Report was prepared by BOS Engineering & 
Environmental Services and submitted with the application. The report concludes that the 
total wastewater loading of the site is 8,900 L/day and would be adequately serviced by 
the existing septic systems on the property. 
 
The PPS prohibits development on lands within 120 metres of a designated natural 
heritage feature unless it has been demonstrated that there will be no negative impacts 
on the feature or its function. The dwelling units are located greater than 120 metres from 
the natural heritage feature. As a result, an Environmental Impact Study was not required. 
 
The proposed amendment is consistent with the PPS.

County of Elgin Official Plan 
 
The new County of Elgin Official Plan was approved by the Ministry of Municipal Affairs 
& Housing on September 5, 2025. The subject property remains designated “Agricultural 
Area” on Schedule ‘A’, Land Use Plan, and is identified as having frontage along a “Local” 
Road on Schedule ‘B’, “Transportation & Infrastructure Systems”. It is noted that the 
subject lands are designated for non-agricultural development in the Township Official 
Plan. Section 5.18 of the County Official Plan recognizes that local official plans contain 
areas designated for non-agricultural development in Agricultural Areas and do not 
prohibit the continued use of these lands (s. 5.18).  
 
Local municipalities are to provide for a range of housing options, such as additional 
dwelling units, including but not limited to secondary suites, accessory apartments, and 
granny flats (s. 4.3, 4.4). Where a single detached dwelling, semi-detached dwelling, or 
rowhouse dwelling is permitted within a settlement area, local municipalities shall permit 
a minimum of two additional residential units as-of-right, subject to appropriate criteria 
including lot size, servicing, and access requirements (s. 4.4). The subject lands are 
located in the ‘Suburban Area’ of the Township, which does contemplate residential uses. 
The parcel is of a size that can accommodate the servicing of the three residential units 
and would utilize the existing road access onto Talbot Line. 
 
The Official Plan requires that development within designated growth areas, such as 
vacant lands designated for future residential and commercial uses, shall take place in 
an orderly manner and make efficient use of land (s. 2.4). The proposed amendment 
would allow for a limited number of residential units, as well as the existing interim 
agricultural uses, to remain until such time as a more comprehensive development plan 
is prepared for the subject property. To ensure that future development does take place 
in an orderly and progressive manner, a holding provision is recommended to be 
applied to the parcel. 
 
Development proposed within 120 metres of a noted Natural System feature shall only 
be permitted where it has been demonstrated that there will be no negative impacts on 
the Natural System’s ecological features and functions (s. 7.8). The proposed 
development is located greater than 120 metres from a designated Natural Heritage 
Feature, and as a result, an Environmental Impact Study was not required. 
 
The proposed amendment conforms to the County Official Plan. 
 
Malahide Official Plan 
 
The southern portion of the subject property along Talbot Line is designated as “Highway 
Commercial” and the remaining majority of the parcel is designated as “Suburban Area” 
on Schedule ‘A1’ (Land Use Plan). The northern portion of the property also contains a 
designated “Provincially Significant Woodland” on Schedule ‘A2’ (Constraints Plan).  
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The Official Plan directs growth to settlement areas where urban development is 
predominant, including the ‘Suburban Areas’ of the Township (s. 4.1.1.1). The ‘Suburban 
Areas’ of the Township are lands where non-agricultural development has been 
historically concentrated, which has limited its use for agricultural purposes (s. 4.2.1.1). 
Intensification and infill development where existing residential, institutional, commercial 
or industrial development and/or excessive lot fragmentation has diminished agricultural 
viability will be permitted (s. 4.2.1.2). New development will generally be characterized by 
commercial and industrial uses, with residential uses permitted on a case-by-case basis 
(4.2.1.5). The surrounding area consists of a range of highway commercial uses 
(landscaping business, tire repair and service use, variety store, etc.), rural residential 
lots, and a four-unit townhouse dwelling located on an adjacent property to the south. The 
proposed development would be consistent and compatible with existing uses in the area, 
while also contributing to retaining existing residential units that are a part of the 
Township’s housing stock. 
 
The ‘Highway Commercial’ designation applies to lands along provincial and arterial 
roads, generally within the ‘Suburban’ and ‘Hamlet’ areas of the Township. The ‘Highway 
Commercial’ designation permits a range of commercial uses that rely on higher amounts 
of vehicular traffic (s. 3.4.3.1). It is noted that existing dwelling and accessory buildings 
are considered legal non-conforming uses within this designation. The majority of the land 
designated Highway Commercial along Highway 3 is currently vacant and consists of 
landscaped areas of the property. The proposed amendment would not permit additional 
development within the commercially designated portion of the subject lands.  
 
The property is serviced by municipal water and private septic systems. A Wastewater 
Loading Report was prepared by BOS Engineering & Environmental Services and 
submitted with the application. The report evaluates the wastewater loading of the 
property and determined that the lands would be adequately serviced by the existing 
septic systems on the property. The Official Plan prohibits development on lands within 
120 metres of a Provincially Significant Woodland unless it has been demonstrated that 
there will be no negative impacts on the feature or its function. The dwelling units are 
located greater than 120 metres from the natural heritage feature. As a result, an 
Environmental Impact Study was not required. 
 
The proposed amendment conforms to the Township Official Plan.    
 
Malahide Zoning By-law No. 18-22 
 
The subject property is currently zoned “General Agricultural (A1)” zone on Schedule ‘h’ 
of the Township Zoning By-law No. 18-22. The northern portion of the parcel is also 
located within the “Regulated Lands” Overlay. 
 
The A1 zone permits a range of agricultural uses, as well as single detached dwellings 
and a secondary dwelling unit. While zoned A1, the lands are designated in the 
Township’s Official Plan for non-agricultural uses in the long-term and are currently being 
used for agricultural purposes, specifically, field crop production, as an interim use. The 
proposed amendment would allow for the legalization and continued use of a limited 
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number of residential units to remain on the property until such time as a more 
comprehensive development plan for the subject lands is brought forward. A holding (H1) 
provision is recommended to be applied to the subject property. The holding provision will 
permit the existing buildings and prohibit the construction of future buildings and 
structures to ensure that the orderly development of land takes place. The holding 
provision would be able to be removed once a site plan or subdivision agreement is 
executed. The holding provision would also prevent more intensive agricultural uses from 
being established that would impact neighbouring non-agricultural development and the 
ability of the subject property to be developed in the future. 
 
The proposed amendment conforms to the general intent and purpose of the Zoning By-
law.

 PURPOSE & BACKGROUND: 

This report seeks Council’s direction to proceed with submitting a full application to the 
Federation of Canadian Municipalities (FCM) Green Buildings Pathway – Feasibility 
Study Grant Program under the Green Municipal Fund (GMF). 

The Township has already completed the pre-application stage and received approval 
to submit a full application. The Green Buildings Pathway program assists municipalities 
in assessing, planning, and implementing energy-efficiency measures that reduce 
greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions, lower operating costs, and extend the life of 
municipal assets. 

The program provides funding for feasibility studies that establish a baseline of building 
energy performance, identify retrofit opportunities, and develop a long-term roadmap to 
achieve at least a 50% reduction in GHG emissions within 10 years, moving toward net-
zero performance over time. 

 COMMENTS & ANALYSIS: 

Staff propose to apply for funding to complete a comprehensive feasibility study that will 
assess energy efficiency and sustainability opportunities across four municipal 
buildings: 

• Township Administration Office
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• Lyons Fire Station/South Dorchester Community Hall (SDCH)
• Malahide Community Place (MCP)
• Springfield Fire Station/Council Chambers

The study will provide: 

• A detailed analysis of current energy and water consumption, and resulting GHG
emissions;

• Identification of practical, cost-effective measures such as LED lighting retrofits,
high-efficiency HVAC systems, water use reduction, on-site renewable energy
generation (e.g., solar PV), and building envelope improvements;

• Development of multiple retrofit “pathway” scenarios with lifecycle costing and
implementation timelines; and

• Recommendations to guide capital planning and future grant applications.

The feasibility study would be designed to meet FCM’s technical and reporting 
requirements, ensuring the Township remains eligible for subsequent implementation 
funding under the Green Municipal Fund and other federal or provincial programs. 

This proactive step supports evidence-based decision-making and aligns facility 
upgrades with asset renewal schedules and the Township’s asset management plan. It 
also demonstrates the Township’s commitment to sustainability, fiscal responsibility, 
and operational efficiency. 

If approved, the study will be managed by staff and conducted by a qualified energy and 
building systems consultant, with FCM’s oversight and reporting templates followed 
throughout the project.

It also meets operational needs by identifying energy-saving opportunities that can 
reduce utility costs and maintenance burdens. 

While not legislatively mandated, the initiative aligns with emerging climate and asset 
management expectations under O.Reg. 588/17 (Asset Management Planning for 
Municipal Infrastructure) and supports environmental accountability goals.

 PURPOSE & BACKGROUND: 

Historically the Township of Malahide awards a contract for Community Facility and 
Municipal Sidewalk Winter Maintenance by issuing a tender every three years.  The most 
recent contract was awarded in the fall of 2021 and ended in the spring of 2025. 

Prior to working for the Township, owner operators/contractors are required to supply the 
proof of compliance with OH&S, WSIB, Ministry of Labour, adequate insurance coverage, 
employee training in WHIMIS and MSDS and traffic control plans.   

 COMMENTS & ANALYSIS: 

A request for quotations was called to supply winter maintenance services for community 
facilities and municipal sidewalks throughout the Township of Malahide. 

The tender closed on Thursday, October 9, 2025, with two bids received.  The low bid 
was submitted by Kettle Creek Landscaping Limited, of St. Thomas, Ontario with 
operating rates of $300 per hour for community facilities, $120 per hour for municipal 
sidewalk operations and $50 per day standby rate for municipal sidewalks. 
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The terms of the proposed contract are for a one (1) year period commencing November 
15, 2025 and may be renewed annually on the anniversary date, ending no later than 
March 15, 2030.  Pricing must remain firm for the first year of the contract.  The successful 
contractor, upon request will be granted a rate increase in the subsequent year(s), based 
on the Consumer Price Index (CPI) – Ontario All Goods Index for the proceeding twelve 
(12) month period, to the nearest $0.05.  Price increases must be submitted to the 
Township ninety (90) days before the anniversary date for each year.   
 
The Contractor shall provide the Township a minimum 90 days’ notice in advance of the 
start of any term if they do not wish to renew for the next additional one (1) year term.   
 
The Township shall provide a minimum 90 days’ notice to the bidder if they choose not to 
exercise the option to renew for the next additional (1) year term.

 PURPOSE & BACKGROUND: 

Phase Two of the Roadside Safety Audit identified several roadway locations that 
require improved roadside protection. In May 2022, Council received Report No. PW-
22-35 titled “Road Safety Audit Phase 2 Implementation”, which outlined a multi-year
implementation plan to address these deficiencies through phased capital
improvements.

The 2025 program represents Year 4 of that phased plan and includes guiderail 
installations at two ravine locations on Springer Hill Road, located just north of Highway 
3. 

 COMMENTS & ANALYSIS: 

Public Works staff issued a tender for the supply and installation of steel beam guiderail 
at the identified locations on Springer Hill Road. The tender closed on October 10, 2025, 
at 11:00 a.m., with three (3) valid bids received. 

All submissions were reviewed for completeness and compliance with the tender 
specifications. A summary of the bids is provided in Attachment 2 (Tender Summary). 
The project location is shown in Attachment 1 (Site Map). 
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The lowest compliant bid was submitted by Royal Fence Ltd. of Dorchester, Ontario, in 
the amount of $99,400.00 plus HST. Staff’s review indicates that the pricing is competitive 
and consistent with current market values for similar guiderail installation projects. 

 
Based on this analysis, staff recommend that the contract be awarded to Royal Fence 
Ltd. 

 
 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS: 
 
This project is included in the approved 2025 Roads Capital Budget with an allocation of 
$132,838.00. The recommended tender amount of $99,400.00 plus HST is 
approximately 25% below the approved budget. 
 
The lower tender price will result in a projected surplus of approximately $33,000.00, 
which will remain in the Roads Capital Reserve for future capital projects. 
 
Staff have reviewed the bid for reasonableness and confirm that the unit prices align 
with recent guiderail contract values in the region.

RECOMMENDATION: 

THAT Report No. PW-25-39 entitled “Administrative Building Security System 
Upgrades” be received; 

AND THAT Council authorize staff to proceed with Option 1 – Full Security Upgrade, 
which includes the replacement of the rear door with a new wired-glass door, the 
installation of a FOB access system, and the upgrade of the alarm system; 

AND THAT the total estimated cost of $14,000 be funded from the Capital Reserve. 

 PURPOSE & BACKGROUND: 

Staff are seeking Council’s authorization to proceed with the implementation of 
improved security measures at the Township Administration Office. 

Over the past several years, the Township Office has experienced changes in staffing 
levels and access requirements. During this time, many staff members have joined and 
left the organization. This turnover has created challenges in maintaining constant 
control over building access.  

The current security system, installed more than a decade ago, has become outdated 
and lacks key functionality. In particular, the existing alarm system and key access do 
not allow for the distribution of individualized access or alarm codes for staff members. 
This prevents accurate tracking of who enters or exits the building. This limitation 
likewise reduces accountability and makes it difficult to review or investigate access 
activity when required. 

 COMMENTS & ANALYSIS: 

The objective of this project is to enhance the security, safety, and accountability of staff 
access at the Township Administration Office through facility security upgrades. The 
improvements will address both physical safety concerns and operational control gaps 
by replacing the aging back entrance door, modernizing access technology, and 
upgrading the building’s alarm system. These upgrades align with the Township’s long-
term goal of maintaining safe, secure, and well-managed municipal facilities. 
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The project addresses a combination of health and safety, operational, and strategic 
needs. From a health and safety perspective, the existing back door presents a 
potential hazard, as staff unlocking it cannot see if someone is approaching from the 
other side. In addition, the door is nearing the end of its service life and requires 
replacement. This door replacement has been included as part of this project because it 
is more cost effective to replace it at the same time as the new FOB access system is 
installed. Installing the FOB hardware on the existing door would not be financially 
responsible, as the door will need to be replaced regardless due to its condition and 
safety concerns. The proposed upgrade includes replacing this door with one that has 
wired glass in the upper half. This will provide clear visibility while maintaining building 
security. Replacing the door now ensures proper installation of the access system, 
avoids duplication of costs, and provides a long-term safe and secure entry point for 
staff. 
 
Operationally, the current security system is outdated and lacks individualized tracking. 
The proposed replacement system is a modern version that includes both web based 
and mobile app functionality. This will allow staff to have individualized alarm codes, 
enabling accurate tracking of who is arming and disarming the system. The app 
features will also allow remote access control for monitoring, and the ability to arm the 
system remotely. 
 
From a strategic and operational standpoint, the existing keyed entry system for the 
back door is outdated and provides limited security control. The proposed FOB access 
system will replace staff keys for the Administration Office and integrate seamlessly with 
the Township’s existing FOB system implemented earlier this year at the South 
Dorchester Community Hall (SDCH). Each staff member will be issued a FOB, 
programmed to open only the doors they are authorized to access. FOBs can be 
customized, monitored, or disabled as needed. The system will record door openings, 
access attempts, and timestamps, providing staff with complete oversight and 
accountability for building access. 
 
Options: 
 

1. Full Security Upgrade (Recommended): Replace the back door with a new unit 
that has wired safety glass, install an electronic FOB access system, and 
upgrade the alarm system to include individual staff codes. 
 

2. Partial Implementation: Replace the door only, deferring the alarm and FOB 
system upgrades to a future budget year. 
 

3. Partial Implementation: Replace the alarm system only and defer the door and 
FOB access system upgrades to a future budget year. 
 

4. Partial Implementation: Replace the door lock only with a new FOB system and 
defer the door upgrade and alarm system to a future budget year. 
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5. Defer or Take No Action: Maintain the existing door, key lock, and single-code 
alarm system. 
 
 

Analysis: 
 

• Option 1 (Recommended): Provides the most comprehensive and long-term 
solution. The new back door with wired safety glass improves both visibility and 
staff safety by reducing the risk of accidental contact when the door is opened. 
The FOB access system will allow staff to monitor and track building entries, 
assign individual permissions, and disable access as needed. Upgrading to a 
modern alarm system with individual staff codes ensures full accountability for 
building access and provides accurate tracking of who enters and exits. 
Together, these improvements significantly enhance building security, staff 
safety, and operational oversight. 
 

• Option 2 (Partial Implementation): Addresses the physical safety issue by 
replacing the door but defers the technological improvements that provide access 
control and tracking. This option will not help staff’s ability to control and monitor 
who enters and exits the building. 
 

• Option 3 (Partial Implementation): This option partially addresses 
accountability by providing individual alarm codes for staff, allowing tracking of 
who arm’s and disarms the system. However, it would still leave vulnerabilities. It 
does not prevent unauthorized individuals from gaining entry, it only notifies staff 
after access has occurred when the system is armed. In addition, this option 
does not address safety concerns related to the lack of visibility through the back 
door. 

 
• Option 4 (Partial Implementation): This option addresses building access by 

controlling who can enter and when, but it does not address the need for 
accountability and detailed tracking through individualized alarm codes. It also 
fails to resolve the safety concern associated with the lack of visibility at the rear 
door, which is nearing the end of its service life. Installing the FOB system on the 
existing door would not be financially responsible, as the door will still require 
replacement to meet both safety and operational standards. Completing the door 
replacement after the FOB system is installed would lead to additional costs and 
operational disruption. 
 

• Option 5 (No Action): Continues current risks associated with the lack of 
visibility at the rear entrance, reliance on shared alarm codes, and limited ability 
to monitor or restrict building access. This option provides no improvement to 
staff safety or accountability and increases the likelihood of security incidents or 
liability concerns. 
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 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS: 
 
The total cost of the proposed security upgrades depends on the scope of work 
selected by Council. 
 

• Option 1 – Full Security Upgrade (Recommended): 
This option includes the installation of a new back door with wired safety glass, a 
FOB access system, and a new alarm system with individualized staff codes. 
The estimated one-time cost for this option is $14,000, with a slight increase in 
the recurring alarm monitoring fee from $32 to $44 per month. 
 

• Option 2 – Door Replacement Only: 
This option would address the health and safety concern by replacing the rear 
door with a wired glass model to improve visibility. The estimated one-time cost 
is $4,000, with no change to the current monthly alarm monitoring fee of $32. 
 

• Option 3 – Alarm System Upgrade Only: 
This option would replace the existing alarm system with a newer model that 
allows individualized staff codes and tracking capability. The estimated one-time 
cost is $3,500, and the recurring alarm monitoring cost would increase from $32 
to $44 per month. 
 

• Option 4 – FOB System Only: 
This option would introduce a FOB access system using the existing door. It 
would provide staff with the ability to control building access. The estimated one-
time cost is $6,500, with the monthly monitoring cost remaining at $32. 
 

• Option 5 – Defer or Take No Action: 
This option carries no immediate capital cost and maintains the current 
monthly monitoring fee of $32. However, it does not address any of the identified 
safety or security issues. 

 
Funding for the project will come from the Capital Reserve fund. No external grant 
funding is currently available for this scope of work.

 PURPOSE & BACKGROUND: 

There are 273 kilometres of road network in the Township of Malahide.  This is 
comprised of approximately 205 kilometres of tar and chip roads (~ 75%), 56 kilometres 
of gravel roads (~ 21%), and 11 kilometres of asphalt roads (~ 4%). 

In the past, road surface conversion projects that have been initiated by the Township 
were primarily for the conversion of gravel roads to tar & chip surfaces.  These 
conversions were recommended with the goal of maintaining the road network in the 
most efficient and effective way. The conversion candidates were identified based on 
physical condition, functional uses, and geographic areas. Another goal was to 
decrease annual maintenance costs associated with gravel surfaces and decrease the 
costly use of graders.  Through these conversions, the best candidates for gravel 
conversion have been completed and the Township’s fleet of road graders was reduced 
by one.  

Through the development of a Township of Malahide Asset Management Plan, a review 
of road network service levels has identified the need for a formal road surface 
conversion policy. When and where gravel surfaces, tar and chip surfaces, and asphalt 
surfaces are appropriate is of vital importance to the long-term sustainability of the road 
network. 

This policy will identify the criteria that will be used to identify road segment conversion 
candidates and will describe the implications that must be considered when 
recommending those candidates as capital projects during the budgetary process. 

 COMMENTS & ANALYSIS: 
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Documenting the criteria for evaluating and prioritizing road surface conversions is 
intended to provide a consistent framework for staff to review the suitability of the road 
surface which currently exists, or is being suggested to be changed. 
 
The full details of the proposed program are detailed in the attached draft policy. 
 
The proposed policy can be summarized as follows: 
 

• The surface type of a roadway should be appropriately designed to 
accommodate the volume and type of traffic 

• Road geometry is a major factor to be considered; platform width, horizontal and 
vertical alignments, and the presence of existing bridges and/or culverts can 
greatly influence the selection of a road surface type 

• The existing road structure must be considered prior to potential conversion; road 
bases require specific structural characteristics in order to support tar and chip or 
asphalt surfaces 

• Inadequate drainage typically results in the premature deterioration of the road 
base, and therefore the road surface 

• Roads with higher traffic volumes will typically require a higher durability road 
surface 

• Surrounding land uses are considered; ie. roads that service industrial lands 
typically require more durable road base and surface 

• Areas where the Township is planning for future growth will be reviewed and 
considered with the long-term plan in mind 

• Financial sustainability is perhaps the most significant factor to be considered 
due to the Township’s relatively small tax base 

• Council’s approved/desired service levels are factored into the evaluation 
process 

• Ontario’s Minimum Maintenance Standards 
• Other site-specific implications are identified and raised for discussion, such as 

boundary road agreements with neighbouring municipalities 
 

 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS: 
 
There are no direct financial implications associated with the approval of this policy.  
The policy will be used to guide staff in the drafting of the annual Capital Budget, which 
will detail the financial implications of each road surface conversion brought forward for 
Council’s consideration.

ROAD SURFACE CONVERSION POLICY 
 

1. AUTHORITY 
 

1.1. The authority for the Road Surface Conversion Policy shall be by the approval of 
the Council for the Township of Malahide.  

 
2. POLICY STATEMENT 
 

2.1. Providing essential services that are cost-effective is of the utmost importance to 
the Township of Malahide. To provide a road network that meets the needs of the 
community and that is financially sustainable in the long-term, it may be necessary 
to alter the surface type of road segments. 

 
3. PURPOSE 
 

3.1. The purpose of the Road Surface Conversion Policy is to provide Council, 
municipal staff, and residents with a consistent process for the conversion of road 
surface types. 

 
4. CONTEXT 
 

4.1. The 273-kilometre road network in the Township of Malahide comprises 
approximately 205 kilometres of tar and chip roads, 56 kilometres of gravel roads, 
and 11 kilometres of asphalt roads. 

 
4.2. In the past, conversion projects that were initiated by the Township were primarily 

gravel road conversions to tar & chip surfaces.  These conversions were 
recommendations with the goal of maintaining the road network in the most 
efficient and effective way. The conversion candidates were identified based on 
physical condition, functional uses, and geographic areas. Decreasing annual 
maintenance costs associated with gravel surfaces and decreasing the costly use 
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of graders were the priorities during the selection process. Through these 
conversions, the best candidates for gravel conversion have been completed, and 
the Township’s fleet of graders has been decreased.  

 
4.3. Through the development of a Township of Malahide Asset Management Plan, a 

review of road network service levels has identified the need for a formal road 
surface conversion policy. When and where gravel surfaces, tar and chip 
surfaces, and asphalt surfaces are appropriate is of vital importance to the long-
term sustainability of the road network. 

 
4.4. This policy will identify the criteria that will be used to identify road segment 

conversion candidates and will describe the implications that must be considered 
when recommending those candidates as capital projects during the budgetary 
process. 

 
5. TRIGGER 
 

5.1. The Township of Malahide regularly undertakes a roads needs study (RNS) every 
3-5 years. The primary purpose of an RNS is to provide a comprehensive 
assessment of a municipality's road network, identify deficiencies, and inform 
long-term capital planning for maintenance, rehabilitation, and reconstruction, 
ultimately optimizing infrastructure investments and ensuring road safety.  

 
5.2. The RNS process should identify road surface conversion candidates based on 

the criteria identified in this policy. Once an RNS is completed, Township staff will 
evaluate and review conversion project recommendations, and additional criteria 
testing may be recommended. RNS results will be presented to Council and, upon 
Council approval, will form capital budget recommendations and be used in future 
Asset Management Planning. 

 
6. CRITERIA 
 

6.1. Criteria for evaluating and prioritizing road surface conversions have been 
developed to support identifying conversion project candidates for future capital 
planning. Condition and function criteria will include the suitability of converting 
road surfaces to a new type based on the characteristics of the existing road.  The 
surface type of a roadway should be appropriately designed to accommodate the 
volume and type of traffic. According to the MTO guidelines (Inventory Manual for 
Municipal Roads, Ministry of Transportation, 1991), there are specific criteria for 
surface types, which have been incorporated into this policy. 

 
6.2. Width and Alignment  

 
a) The geometry of the road is a pivotal factor when considering conversion. 

When upgrading a surface type, existing roads must possess a platform width 
and horizontal and vertical alignment that meet or exceed the minimum 
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requirement for the new surface type. This includes the width of the existing 
road right-of-way and the height of the roadway relative to the surrounding 
areas.   

 
b) Additionally, existing bridge or culvert assets within the road segment must 

have the appropriate width and capacity to support the conversion. In cases 
where road segments do not meet these requirements, further reconstruction 
or manipulation of the right-of-way may be required to consider them a 
suitable candidate for conversion.   

 
c) Recommended minimum road widths for hard-top roads are assessed 

according to criteria outlined in the Geometric Design Guide for Canadian 
Roads (Transportation Association of Canada [TAC], June 2017).  

 
6.3. Structure 

 
a) The structural characteristics of the road segment play a critical factor in 

determining suitable road conversion candidates. A road requires a minimum 
quality and thickness of base gravel prior to conversion to ensure adequate 
performance and longevity of the pavement. The placement of a hard surface 
on an inadequate gravel base will result in premature failure of the pavement. 
Roads with insufficient base material will cost more to upgrade. Internal 
review of road segment environment may require further investigation, in 
which case geotechnical results and recommendations from the road 
segment will prompt further deliberation on conversion strategies. 

 
6.4. Drainage 

 
a) The presence and effectiveness of roadside and right-of-way drainage is 

critical to the long-term condition of the roadway. Inadequate drainage can 
lead to water-related damage, erosion and deterioration of the road's 
structural integrity, which will negatively impact its condition. Road segments 
lacking adequate drainage would require additional maintenance to ensure 
the drainage is functioning as intended. 

 
6.5. Traffic Volume 

 
a) Roads experiencing high traffic volumes typically require additional 

maintenance, and more frequent applications of surface materials may be 
suitable candidates for conversion. Assessing the Average Annual Daily 
Traffic (AADT) volume is critical to understanding the function and use of the 
road segment. The roads with high AADT are often vital conduits for 
transportation efficiency and economic activity and may be prioritized for 
conversion.  

 
6.6. Property Access 
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a) Evaluating the access to residence from the road, both permanent and 

seasonal, is an important factor in determining the function of the road. 
Prioritization for capital projects to convert roads to an upgraded surface will 
be made for those that have a higher number of property accesses.  

 
 

6.7. Agricultural, Commercial, and Recreational Use 
 

a) Assessing the importance of a road for commercial and agricultural use is vital 
to the local economy in Malahide. Roads that facilitate the transportation of 
goods and equipment will be prioritized accordingly. Consideration will be 
made for the “missing link” roads in the road network that may better facilitate 
commercial and agricultural use. Consideration will also be made for roads 
that may have lower traffic volumes or property access but serve as a 
connection to recreational facilities or that are identified as active 
transportation connections.  

 
 

6.8. Future Growth 
 

a) Future growth in the Township is a complex factor to evaluate when identifying 
good candidates for road surface conversions. Once application processes 
have been initiated for development, there may be an opportunity to evaluate 
the road segment assets in the immediate area for conversions. When a 
future development proposal comes forward, at either the official plan or 
zoning bylaw amendment stage, a traffic impact study will be required to 
determine road surface requirements.  

 
7. IMPLICATIONS 
 

7.1. When considering suitable candidates for road surface type conversions, it is 
important to assess the implications of converting surfaces on a road asset.  The 
following implications for converting a road surface type will be considered prior 
to recommending a capital conversion project: 

 
7.2. Financial Sustainability 

 
a) Each road surface type follows a specific lifecycle management strategy, 

outlined in the Asset Management Plan (AMP). These lifecycle management 
strategies are based on current best practices for the maintenance of specific 
surface types and may be adjusted based on regular inspections and 
conditions of road surfaces.  

 
b) As part of the Asset Management Plan, the Township will apply a total lifecycle 

cost methodology for infrastructure assets, which includes the upfront capital 
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costs, initial construction to acquire the asset and the lifecycle costs to 
maintain the asset, which includes operations, maintenance, renewal, and 
disposal costs. Operational expenses, such as snow removal, roadside 
drainage management, and shoulder grading, have been omitted from this 
analysis since these costs tend to remain consistent across all road surface 
types.  

 
7.3. Service Level Sustainability 

 
a) In addition to the lifecycle cost implications of conversions, it is important to 

consider the level of service that a road provides. Hard surface roads, in 
general, provide a more reliable and comfortable ride while reducing the dust 
resulting from the same traffic on a gravel road and the associated 
environmental impacts of the use of dust suppressant materials.  

 
b) The condition of road surfaces is measured by the Pavement Condition Index 

(PCI). The PCI of road surfaces is a numerical rating, ranging from 0 to 100, 
with a higher score indicating a better condition.  The PCI is calculated by 
considering factors like distress, roughness, and rutting. The PCI of road 
surfaces is updated upon inspections conducted at least every 2-5 years.   

 
c) Both hard surface and gravel roads in the road network are currently and are 

expected to remain in a “Fair” condition on average for the 20-year forecast 
period. This means surfaces may have some noticeable distress or roughness 
with a fair pavement structure overall. This forecasted condition average has 
been set based on funding the lifecycle activities required by the current scope 
of surfaces within the road network.  

 
d) Converting road surfaces to surface types with higher lifecycle costs or 

converting road surfaces that require significant investment in base-works in 
order to convert may address short-term issues, but result in a less financially 
sustainable long-term plan. If a lifecycle management strategy puts too much 
strain on the limited funds available to municipalities, it will result in trade-off 
decision-making during the budgetary process, which will directly affect the 
Township’s ability to meet service level targets. 

 
7.4. Other Implications 

 
a) It is important to note that there is the possibility of undesirable impacts arising 

from the conversion, such as changes to average vehicle speeds, rerouting 
of traffic, or changes to road usage, such as heavy trucks or agricultural 
vehicles. 

 
b) These changes may affect the community positively or negatively, depending 

on the needs of the local area. Increases to cut-through traffic or heavy trucks 
in a built-up area as a result of a conversion upgrade may inadvertently cause 
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a potential safety hazard and a call from the community to decrease speed 
limits. Alternatively, conversion downgrades may reroute commuter traffic 
away from an area but attract increased agricultural traffic, resulting in 
unforeseen maintenance costs.  

 
c) In addition to potential changes to functionality and safety arising from a 

conversion, changes to speed limits and traffic volumes may change the 
highway classification per O. Reg. 239/02 Minimum Maintenance Standards 
for Municipal Highways. Such changes would affect the frequency of 
patrolling, winter control measures, surface maintenance, signage 
maintenance, streetlight maintenance, bridge maintenance, sidewalk 
maintenance, shoulder maintenance, and any other provisions in the MMS. 

 
d) There are also roads along the boundaries of the municipality that are shared 

with neighbouring municipalities. These boundary roads may require the 
recommended conversion to be approved by both municipal councils for the 
purposes of cost-sharing. The ownership of roads near municipal boundaries 
may also be transferred between municipalities during the process of land 
assumption.  

 
e) Municipalities can assume land from other municipalities through specific 

processes like annexation, which involves expanding a municipality's 
jurisdiction to include adjacent territory, or through municipal restructuring, 
such as amalgamations, which merge two or more municipalities into a 
single entity.  

 
f) There are many other site-specific implications that may impact a 

municipality’s ability to sustainably support the conversion of a road surface. 
Once a conversion candidate is identified, an in-depth analysis of the 
implications of conversion will be conducted to mitigate potential negative 
impacts.

Dear Head of Council:  

I am writing to update you on amendments to the Development Charges Act, 1997 (DCA) that 
were made by Bill 17, the Protect Ontario by Building Faster and Smarter Act, 2025, and 
corresponding changes to Ontario’s Building Code.   

As you recall, our government introduced Bill 17 to help speed up the construction of new 
homes and infrastructure by streamlining development processes and reducing costs, in 
partnership with municipalities. Among the changes, the Bill: 

• Amended the DCA to provide for payment of development charges (DCs) for non-
rental residential developments to be made in full at the earlier of the date an
occupancy permit is issued and the date a development is first occupied. This deferral
would encourage residential construction activity by enhancing a developer’s cashflow
flexibility.

• Removed authority for municipalities to charge interest on any legislated DC deferral
amounts, except to the extent such interest has accrued prior to these changes
coming into force.

The amendments noted above require a commencement order to come into force. Following 
consultations with municipal and industry experts, the government has issued a 
commencement order to bring these changes into force on November 3, 2025.  

To support the implementation of deferred development charges, I will be amending the 
Building Code to require that all non-rental residential buildings subject to a deferred 
development charge will now require an occupancy permit, which can only be issued once 
these deferred development charges have been paid. These targeted changes will establish 
a clear, enforceable payment trigger for municipalities while leaving all life-safety 
requirements for occupancy unchanged. These Building Code amendments will take effect 
alongside the DCA amendments on November 3, 2025. Municipalities without development 
charges, and requirements for other buildings, are unaffected.

Government of Ontario Announces  
Conservation Authority Consolidation 

On October 31, 2025, the Ontario Ministry of Environment Conservation and Parks (MECP) announced 
plans to create a provincial board-governed agency, the Ontario Provincial Conservation Agency, to 
provide leadership, governance, and strategic direction to Conservation Authorities (CAs). 

We understand the Province will introduce amendments to the Conservation Authorities Act (CAA) to 
establish the Ontario Provincial Conservation Agency. 

Further, the Province will consult on proposed boundaries for regional consolidation of Conservation 
Authorities into several CAs, with impacted interest holders, municipalities, CAs, and Indigenous 
communities. 

This consultation will include a policy proposal notice period posted on the Environmental Registry of 
Ontario for 45 days, inviting review and comments on criteria applied to determine proposed regional 
boundaries and the proposed geographical jurisdiction of each regional CA. 

Conservation Authorities (CAs) have always worked collaboratively with member municipalities to 
champion local solutions that respect watershed boundaries. With each reiteration of the CAA, Kettle 
Creek Conservation Authority (KCCA) has always emerged stronger and more resilient to the benefit of 
our local watershed residents, our municipalities, and our shared natural environment.  

Together with our member municipalities and Board of Directors, we will review the details of the 
Province’s proposal to establish regional CAs and provide thoughtful, evidence-based feedback. Our 
focus will be to ensure that under any new framework, we can continue to deliver the same responsive, 
locally informed programs and services that our watershed communities depend on.  

In the meantime, it remains business as usual for watershed protection, permitting, and conservation 
area operations. KCCA will continue to deliver high-quality programs and services that protect people, 
property, and the environment.

Planning for Elgin County’s Economic Future

Elgin County is developing a new Economic Development and Tourism Strategy Action Plan to guide
the region’s growth over the next several years. The plan is being created with input from local businesses,
community leaders, and Municipal partners to ensure that it reflects both shared priorities and the unique
strengths of each community.

This year, the department gathered feedback through business surveys, focus groups, and interviews,
culminating in an Action Planning Session held in the fall. This process generated valuable insights that will
inform a focused, measurable plan designed to grow key industries, strengthen tourism, and enhance
Elgin’s reputation as a place to live, work, and invest.

The completed Strategy will be presented to County Council in December 2025, providing a clear
framework for action and collaboration across the region.

Fall 2025
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Elgin County is working with Re:Public Urbanism, a consulting firm specializing in community planning
and revitalization, to update the Elgincentives Community Improvement Plan (CIP). This program
supports economic development across the County by offering financial incentives for property
improvements, downtown revitalization, and redevelopment projects.

The updated plan will reflect new economic priorities, community feedback, and opportunities that have
emerged since the program was first launched in 2015. Background research and stakeholder
consultations have been completed, and the department is now reviewing a Recommendations Brief that
outlines proposed updates to the program.

Each local Municipality will have an opportunity to participate in this process. A webinar will be hosted to
explain how Community Improvement Plans work and to highlight the benefits of the Elgincentives
program. In addition, representatives from Re:Public Urbanism will attend upcoming Municipal council
meetings to present the draft plan and gather local input.

TOURISM UPDATE

Elgin County Tourism is responsible for promoting the County as a year-round destination, supporting local
tourism businesses, and strengthening the visitor economy across all seven municipalities. Through
marketing, partnership development, and visitor services, the department works to attract visitors, increase
spending at local businesses, and showcase the unique character and experiences found throughout the
region. 

The following information provides an overview of key initiatives and outcomes from summer 2025, along
with early fall highlights.

FALL 2025

Throughout the summer, Elgin County Tourism focused on
promoting the full range of experiences available across the
County. From our lakeshore communities and rural
landscapes to heritage towns and family attractions, the
department’s marketing efforts emphasized that every corner
of Elgin offers something special for visitors to discover.
 
Marketing Assistant Arden Doupe joined the team for the
summer season, supporting the promotion of more than 100
local businesses through photography, video storytelling,
and digital content. These efforts captured authentic local
experiences such as farm visits, outdoor recreation, dining,
and arts and culture, helping to inspire new visitors and
encourage exploration across all municipalities.
 
This initiative also underscored the importance of student
employment in building local capacity for tourism marketing
and developing future talent within Elgin County.

Showcasing the Entire Region 
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In November, Elgin County Tourism will promote the region at the National Women’s Show in Toronto,
Canada’s largest consumer show for women. This major event provides a platform to showcase the
County’s culinary, shopping, and leisure experiences to thousands of potential visitors.

Participation in high-profile events like this ensures Elgin County’s destinations remain visible in competitive
markets and builds awareness among key audiences.

Promoting Elgin County in Toronto

The Port Stanley Visitor Centre served as a regional gateway once again this
summer, welcoming 6,726 visitors in 2025, compared to 6,231 in 2024. Guests
arrived from across Ontario and Canada, as well as internationally from countries
such as Germany, Australia, and the United States.

Visitor Centre staff provided information about businesses, attractions, and events
throughout the County, helping travelers discover destinations beyond the
lakeshore and encouraging them to explore more of Elgin’s communities.

As summer transitioned into fall, the #FallforElgin Backroad Adventures
Map encouraged residents and visitors to experience autumn in Elgin
County. The campaign featured farms, markets, and seasonal events that
highlighted the County’s agricultural roots and rural charm.

Working with Ontario’s Southwest (the non-profit Regional Tourism
Organization (RTO) for our region, funded by the provincial Ministry of
Tourism, Culture and Gaming) and the Culinary Tourism Alliance, the
department extended the campaign’s reach beyond local audiences to
attract visitors from across the region. The map was available online,
through the Visitor Centre, and at participating businesses, helping to drive
foot traffic and local spending during the fall season.

This achievement reinforces Elgin’s
growing reputation for authentic, locally sourced culinary experiences.

Culinary Tourism Leadership

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    In 1945 Imperial Tobacco Canada constructed a plant
on the west side of John St. N. in Aylmer, opening in
October of 1946. The facility comprised 55 acres, and
could store up to 110 million tons of tobacco. The plant
was one of the largest employers in Aylmer and at its
peak employed almost 600 employees. 
    In 1971 Imperial Tobacco consolidated their Delhi
facility with the Aylmer plant as the Aylmer plant was
larger and more functional. The Aylmer plant was
expanded to accommodate the consolidation, almost
doubling its warm storage and receiving capacities. In
2005 Imperial Tobacco restructured and moved of its
tobacco production operations to Mexico. In 2007, after
more than 60 years of operation, Imperial Tobacco closed
the Aylmer facility.

New Building Updates
   Rimkus evaluated each level individually. The structure supporting the
second floor was found to be in good condition, though the proposed
increase in the weight load requires that we add some reinforcements
to the structure. The structural components in the basement, supporting
the main floor, are in extremely poor condition. The wood and steel
framing in the basement is deteriorated, and as it stands, does not
comply with the Ontario Building Code. Additional framing was added
to supplement some of the deterioration, but those additions were not
safely installed.

Greetings,

Ontario is committed to reducing regulatory burdens to help accelerate the development of
housing, highways and other critical infrastructure. I am reaching out to share that Ontario
has finalized amendments to two regulations under the Environmental Protection Act, O.
Reg. 406/19: On-Site and Excess Soil Regulation (Excess Soil Regulation) and O. Reg.
153/04 (Records of Site Condition Regulation), and the Rules for Soil Management and
Excess Soil Quality Standards (Soil Rules).

I. Excess Soil Regulatory Amendments

Taking feedback into consideration on proposed amendments described in ERO 019-9196,
which was posted from October 18, 2024 - November 21, 2024, Ontario has updated the
Excess Soil Regulation and Soil Rules to enable greater reuse of excess soil, provide
added flexibility in soil management options, and reduce costs for businesses.

The amendments to the Excess Soil Regulation and Soil Rules include:

Exempting aggregate reuse depots from the requirement for a waste environmental
compliance approval (ECA), subject to certain conditions. The depots must also comply
with requirements governing waste management and the operation of the site.
Enabling greater reuse of excess soil, aggregate and stormwater management pond
sediment with asphalt-related standards exceedances in areas covered by asphalt, and
greater reuse of excess soil and aggregate with naturally occurring exceedances of
reuse standards.
Allowing greater reuse of soil between similar infrastructure project areas and reuse sites
of the same project leader or where the reuse site owner or operator is a public body.
Removing reuse planning requirements (other than a notice in the Excess Soil Registry)
for excess soil moved between infrastructure project areas and reuse sites with different
owners or where the reuse site is not owned or operated by a public body.
Allowing in-situ sampling of SWMP sediment to reduce sampling and storage, making
sediment management more practical and less costly or time-consuming.
Providing sampling frequency flexibility for parameters that are not anticipated at a site.
Other clarifications, corrections and minor amendments.

More information on the finalized amendments may be found in the decision notice (ERO
019-9196) posted on the Environmental Registry. Links to the regulation as well as existing
educational material can be found on MECP’s Handling Excess Soil website.

II. Records of Site Condition Regulatory Amendments

Taking feedback into consideration on proposed amendments described in ERO 019-9310,
which was posted from November 20, 2024 - January 10, 2025, Ontario has made
amendments to the RSC Regulation to:
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1. Prohibit the submission of an RSC for filing in the ministry’s RSC registry in specified
circumstances when the RSC is not required by regulation and there is no identified
risk of contamination, and as such it is not necessary support brownfields
redevelopment; and

2. Expand an existing exemption from the regulatory requirement to file an RSC in the
RSC Registry, when changing the use of commercial and community use buildings to
mixed use, with residential or other sensitive uses to enable faster redevelopment of
these buildings to housing.

An educational document related to the RSC amendments and on alternatives to
requesting an RSC has been included in the ERO posting.

At its meeting of October 21, 2025, the Council of the Town of Bradford West Gwillimbury adopted the 
enclosed motion calling on the Governments of Canada and Ontario to remove the federal and provincial 
portions of the HST from new homes purchased as primary residences. 

This measure would extend the relief already provided for purpose-built rental housing to families seeking 
to buy their first home. It represents a practical, immediate step toward improving affordability and 
supporting new housing supply. 

For an average new home in our community, the 13 percent HST adds tens of thousands of dollars to the 
purchase price, a burden that directly undermines our shared goal of making homeownership affordable for 
working families and seniors. Removing that tax would provide meaningful relief. 

Bradford West Gwillimbury is one of Ontario’s fastest-growing municipalities, investing heavily in growth-
related infrastructure while working to keep housing within reach. We urge both levels of government to 
work together on this change as part of a broader strategy to make homeownership attainable again for 
young Canadians. Simply put, cutting taxes in this way will help make life more affordable. 

We would welcome the opportunity to contribute to any federal–provincial review of housing-related 
taxation and policy tools that can help deliver more affordable homes.

Following an announcement on July 17, 2025 of the Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources in 
regards to the aerial spraying of the Gordon Cosens Forest which affects the Municipality of 
Moonbeam,  attached is a resolution to urge the provincial government to take action to end the 
aerial spraying of glyphosate due to the negative impact on the environment; wildlife; use of land; 
drinking water; and human health.  

The Corporation of the Township of Moonbeam 

WHEREAS, the use of aerial spraying of glyphosate for forestry poses significant biodiversity loss; 
harmful health affects on wildlife; loss of use of land for recreational, tourism, and hunting/ gathering 
purposes; water contamination; and concerns about the affects on human health.  

• Loss of biodiversity as glyphosate kills broadleaf plants, and reduces habitat diversity.  This can also
lead to soil erosion due to loss of vegetation and loss of habitat and nutrient sources for wildlife,
insects, and aquatic life.  Glyphosate promotes monoculture, which reduces forest resilience, and
also kills non-targeted species.

• Species such as moose, birds, snowshoe hares, and insects lose their food and shelter due to
glyphosate spraying, and the ability to move away from spraying safely has not been adequately
studied.

• Sprayed areas can look dead or scorched.  The land use for recreation, tourism, and hunting/
gathering can be lost.  Future growth of vegetation can be impeded, with an uncertain future for land
use.  Berries such as blueberries and raspberries are killed after being sprayed;

• Contamination of waterways including rivers, lakes and wetlands by winds carrying glyphosate and
potential spills harming aquatic life and ecosystems;

• Contamination of drinking water sources with glyphosate, posing potential human health risks;

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• Aerial glyphosate spraying can drift into nearby communities, roads, and waterways. Chronic 
exposure to glyphosate has suspected negative impact contributing to human health, including 
endocrine disruption and concerns that it is carcinogenic.  

• The need for more comprehensive, long-term solutions that cannot be achieved through isolated 
municipal efforts;  

AND WHEREAS, municipalities have a limited ability to address the issue of the aerial spraying of 
glyphosate, particularly on crown land, and require provincial leadership and regulation;  

AND WHEREAS, the Province of Ontario has a responsibility to protect the environment and public 
health, and must take action to reduce the harm caused by aerial spraying of glyphosate;  

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:  

1. The Municipality of Moonbeam urges the Federal and Provincial Governments to take 
immediate action to end the aerial spraying of glyphosate. 

2.  The Municipality of Moonbeam calls for the province to form and fund an expert stakeholder 
advisory committee to advise on the best courses of action to protect the land, vegetation, 
wildlife, waterways, air and humans from the harmful effects of aerial spraying of glyphosate. 

3.  The Municipality of Moonbeam commits to working with the Province of Ontario and other 
municipalities to advocate for stronger provincial leadership on aerial spraying of glyphosate.  

4. The Municipality of Moonbeam directs its staff to actively participate in any provincial initiatives 
or task forces related to the aerial spraying of glyphosate.

We’re sharing this information to invite 

your input on the proposal. The legislation has been introduced in the house and the legislative 

proposal notice is now posted for comment on the Environmental Registry under registry 

number 025-1060 until November 19, 2025. In addition, the Ministry is also consulting on a 

regulatory proposal under registry number 025-1104 until December 4, 2025. 

The proposed changes would maintain a high standard of protection for drinking water sources, 

while: 

o Allowing local source protection authorities to approve certain routine updates to source

protection plans.

o Setting clear timelines for approval by the Minister of source protection plan amendments.

o Changing how policies affecting “prescribed instruments” (such as permits and licences are

used to manage risks to drinking water.

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WHEREAS in 2022 the Government of Ontario committed to increase the annual OCIF 
envelope from $100 million to $400 million over a five-year term, with that commitment 
scheduled to expire at the end of fiscal 2026; 
  
WHEREAS fixed funding levels amid rising labour, materials and climate resilience costs 
have eroded the purchasing power of the $400 million envelope, jeopardizing municipalities’ 
ability to deliver and sustain essential services without incurring unsustainable debt; 
  
WHEREAS predictable, multi-year funding indexed to real-world cost drivers is critical for 
municipalities to develop, finance and execute long-term asset management plans, reduce 
emergency repairs and leverage complementary federal and private infrastructure financing; 
  
WHEREAS the Township of Edwardsburgh Cardinal requires a steadfast provincial partner to 
extend and enhance OCIF beyond 2026, ensuring infrastructure resilience, fiscal 
sustainability and equitable access for all small and rural municipalities; 
  
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT 
 

1. The Township of Edwardsburgh Cardinal calls upon the Government of Ontario to 
extend the annual OCIF envelope at not less than $400 million beyond its current five-
year term ending in 2026, with no reductions in subsequent provincial budgets. 
 

2. The Province be requested to index the total annual OCIF envelope—and each 
individual municipal allocation—to the Ontario Consumer Price Index (CPI), calculated 
on a calendar-year basis and disbursed in the first quarter of each fiscal year. 

 
3. The Ministry of Infrastructure establish a new five-year OCIF funding framework that 

guarantees annual envelopes and allocation percentages by municipality, enabling 
long-term capital planning and stable cash-flow management. 

 
4. The Province undertake a formal review of the OCIF allocation formula at least once 

every four years, incorporating current municipal asset management data, 
demographic projections, climate resilience metrics and rural equity considerations. 

 
5. A dedicated contingency reserve equal to 5 percent of the annual OCIF envelope be 

created within the fund to address extraordinary cost escalations, emergency repairs 
or project overruns without reallocating core funding. 
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6. The Ministry of Infrastructure publish an annual OCIF performance report—including 
program disbursements, allocation adjustments and reserve expenditures—in a 
transparent, publicly accessible online dashboard.

1. THAT the actions of the Council of the Township of Malahide, at its regular
meeting held on November 6, 2025 in respect of each motion, resolution and
other action taken by the Council of the Township of Malahide at such meeting is,
except where the prior approval of the Ontario Municipal Board or other authority
is required by law, is hereby adopted, ratified and confirmed as if all such
proceedings were expressly embodied in this By-law.

2. THAT the Mayor and the appropriate officials of the Township of Malahide are
hereby authorized and directed to do all things necessary to give effect to the
action of the Council of the Township of Malahide referred to in the proceeding
section.

3. THAT the Mayor and the Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute all
documents necessary in that behalf and to affix thereto the corporate seal of the
Township of Malahide.

4. THAT this By-law shall come into force and take effect upon the final passing
thereof.
